Benlysta is a B-lymphocyte stimulator (BLyS)-specific inhibitor indicated for the treatment of patients aged 5 
years and older with active systemic lupus erythematosus (SLE) who are receiving standard therapy  and for 
patients aged 5 years and older with active lupus nephritis who are receiving standard therapy. Benlysta is 
not recommended in patients with severe active central nervous system lupus. 
SLE is the most common type of lupus. It is a chronic autoimmune disease with periods of flares and 
remissions that causes inflammation and damage throughout the body. LN is a complication of SLE and can 
progress to end stage renal disease (ESRD). Proteinuria is often the first sign of LN.
