Xeomin is a neurotoxin produced from Clostridium botulinum serotype A. Xeomin works through the inhibition of 
acetylcholine release from peripheral nerve endings, causing neuromuscular blockage and muscle paralysis.  
Blepharospasm is the abnormal contraction of eyelids. Xeomin is indicated for the treatment or improvement of 
blepharospasm in adults.  
Cervical dystonia (also known as spasmodic torticollis) involves the involuntary contractions of the neck that 
cause abnormal movements and postures of the neck and head. Xeomin is indicated for the treatment or 
improvement of  cervical dystonia in adults.
